
 
 

Tube in Tube Refrigerant Charging Instructions 
 

Step 1: Install & tighten flare swivel adapter assembly on to ¼” ports. 
MAKE SURE TO INSTALL ADAPTERS ON THE CORRECT PORTS! 
High Side (red cap) fitting goes onto ¼” tube, and the low side (blue cap) 
fitting goes onto the 3/8” tube, as shown below. 

 
 

Step 2: Connect AC service machine to adapter fittings. Perform standard 
vacuum, leak check, and charge process. Charge the system with 1 lb 15 oz 
(1.94 lb) R-134a through the low side. 

 



 
Step 3: Remove the adapter assemblies. Store them with AC service tools. 

 
 
Step 4: Install copper washers and brass caps (from kit) onto ¼” ports. 
Tighten with wrench.  

 
 
 
 
 
 



 
Step 5: Install plastic adapter holder onto tube in tube. Snap the holder onto 
the port caps, and then snap the adapter assemblies onto holder. 

 

   

 

 
Step 6: Use a zip tie to fasten the adapter holder to the tubes. Be sure that the 
zip tie goes all the way around the adapter and under the copper tubes. 
Finish the install by re-attaching the conduit cap and cover.
