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ClimaCab is a pure electric no-idle HVAC system for Class 8 sleeper cabs.  Its 
continuously variable speed fans and compressors adjust in real-time to external 
temperature changes, shifting load requirements, and battery charge levels.  
ClimaCab runs at peak efficiency for over 10 hours, automatically maintaining 
consistent comfort levels without depleting the starter battery.   
 
This Quick Start Guide will review how to set up and operate ClimaCab, 
illustrating how to personalize your new in-cab comfort system so that you can 
stop idling today. 
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a) To turn ClimaCab ON, press 
the ON / OFF rocker switch on 
the right side of the touch 
screen. 
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b) You should see two 

temperature readings: ROOM 
and SET.  ROOM is the current 
temperature in the cab. SET is 
the desired temperature of the 
cab, controlled by the driver. 
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See fig. 1.3 – 1.6 
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a) Touch the SET temperature 
box on the right-hand side of 
the screen.

b) A keypad will display. Input 

the temperature you want by 
touching those two numbers. 
(Ex. For 75 degrees, press

c) To save your setting, either 

press the enter arrow at the 
bottom right of the keypad, or 
simply press the SET 
temperature box again. 
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d) Your customized SET temp 

has now been adjusted.  
ClimaCab will automatically 
adjust until the SET and 
ROOM temperatures are 
identical. 
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To cool the cab: 
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a) Adjust the SET temperature so 

that it is cooler (lower) than the 
the ROOM temperature. 
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b) Press the COOL button.  
Cooling will start. 
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ClimaCab comes standard with supplemental heat, a small resistive heater built 
into the evaporator. �Two additional heating options are available as well (for 
temperatures colder than 40ºF):�

Radiant heat is an all electric heating system that uses a panel installed over the 
bunk to warm the driver directly, maintaining consistent warming even in below 
freezing temperatures.  The panels are complimented by a heated mattress pad 
to ensure maximum driver comfort while using minimal amps.  Both the radiant 
panels and the mattress pad integrate with the ClimaCab touch screen, giving 
the driver total system control.

For those who prefer traditional heaters, ClimaCab offers a fuel-fired heat option. 
The heater mounts inside the cab or under the bunk, and integrates with the 
ClimaCab touch screen. Fuel fired heaters use a small amount of diesel fuel to 
obtain a significant heat output. 
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See fig. 2.1 – 2.7 
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a) Adjust the SET temperature so 

that it is warmer (higher) than 
the ROOM temperature.  
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b) Press the HEAT button twice. 
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c) You will see a menu with 4 bars in it. 

These bars represent the power level 
of each heating device ClimaCab 
offers.  Use the triangular buttons 
above/below the bars to adjust the 
height (power) of each device.  

 
 
 
 

 
a. FUEL represents the fuel fired heater .  

NOTE: Check to see that a fuel fired heater is installed on your truck before 
adjusting this bar. 
 

b. AIR represents the resistive heater  built into every ClimaCab.  
NOTE: The AIR option may not produce adequate heat in extremely cold 
weather climates. 

 
c. RADIANT represents the ClimaCab  Radiant Heat Panels . The 

radiant panel is your best bet in sub freezing conditions.  
Remember - it can take up to 20 minutes for the radiant panels to 
reach the desired temperature. Turn them on early for maximum 
comfort.   
NOTE: Always check to see that a radiant panel is installed before adjusting this 
bar. 

 
d. BED represents the heated mattress pad  that generally 

accompanies each radiant panel.  
NOTE: Check to see that a heated mattress pad is installed before adjusting this 
bar. 
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d) Adjust each bar to the levels 
you want for each device.  Note 
that to conserve power, you 
cannot set both the RADIANT 
and AIR heaters to max; as one 
gets adjusted up, the other will 
adjust down. This is an 
electronic feature designed to 
maintain a full night’s run time.  
In colder weather, it’s 
suggested to always use more 

         radiant heat than air heat. 
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e) Once you have set the bars to 
the levels that you want, press 
the ARROW on the lower left 
side of the screen to return to 
the main screen.  
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f) Press the HEAT button. 
Heating will start.  
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If you would like to run the fan to circulate the air in the cab, simply press the 
FAN ONLY button in the center of the touch screen. 
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Start Assist™ is a ClimaCab feature designed to boost your truck’s starter 
battery, even if the battery is dead.  The Power Management Module (PMM) 
transfers battery power from ClimaCab’s battery bank to the truck’s starter 
battery.  To use Start Assist, perform the following: 
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a) Be sure that the unit is in OFF mode, 

and not in heating or cooling mode.  
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b) From the main menu, press the 
MORE button on the lower left-
hand area of the screen.  
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c) You will see a series of menu 
items. Press the START 
ASSIST button on the lower 
right hand side of the screen. 
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d) Once in the Start Assist screen, 
press the CHARGE button to 
begin Start Assist.  
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e) Start Assist will automatically 

shut off when your truck 
batteries have been charged 
and your truck is ready to start.  
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a) To turn ClimaCab off, simply 
press the OFF button at the 
bottom center of the touch-
screen. 
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b) Then turn the touch screen off 
by clicking the ON /OFF rocker 
switch at the right of the 
display. 
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
